GENERAL INFORMATION

All access forms must be completed in their entirety or they cannot be processed.

Test Site regulations prohibit the use of recording equipment, firearms, binoculars and alcoholic beverages, and cellular camera telephones.  These items are NOT permitted on site.

DRESS CODE REQUIREMENTS:

On the tour date you must be dressed in long pants, closed shoes (tennis shoes/hiking boots or similar shoes) shirts with sleeves, a jacket (light or heavy) depending upon time of year and what the weather indicates.
